Dear Parent/Carer and Student, 

RE: WEAR IT RED DAY – MONDAY MARCH 9TH 2026 

We are writing to let you know that we will be marking Sexual Violence Awareness Day on Monday, 9th 
March. This is an important opportunity for our school community to reinforce the message that sexual 
violence and harassment are never acceptable, and that everyone has a role in creating a culture of respect, 
safety, and consent. 

Wear an accessory to show support 
On the day, students are invited to wear one additional accessory as a visible sign of support and 
solidarity. This could be a tie, socks, headband, or a similar small item. Students should otherwise attend 
school in normal uniform/appropriate school dress. 

Virtual assembly (shown in form time) 
To help students understand why we are marking this day, our Heads of School have recorded a virtual 
assembly. This assembly highlights the importance of awareness, respectful relationships, and how to seek 
support for themselves or for others.  

Special instructions for year 11 students 
This is also the year 11 photo day. So, if you are in year 11, you must remove the accessory and change 
back into normal school uniform for the photo. 

We recognise that topics linked to sexual violence may be sensitive or upsetting for some students. If your 
child has any concerns, or if they would like to speak to someone in school, they can talk to their Form 
Tutor, Head of Year, or a member of our Safeguarding Team. You can contact me on 
smodi@stanborough.herts.sch.uk for any questions about the above points.
